Meeting started at 6:05 
 
 
OLD BUSINESS 
 
Mar 17, 2010 BOD minutes approval (John D.) – The group reviewed the March meeting minutes.   Dan motions to accept the March 
meeting minutes, as amended, Matt L. seconds and the motion is carried by the group. 
 
NEW BUSINESS 
1. QBS Presentation - Bill Straub, PE and Jonathan Hale, AIA gave a presentation to the group concerning Qualifications Based 

Selection (QBS).  The draft presentation is attached (Attachment No. 1).  Bill and Jon are looking for examples of long-term value 
associated with QBS.  They are also looking for the support of NHSPE, as required.  They will report back with a workplan in the 
near future.  Craig suggested a QBS training meeting so that engineers could speak with their clients more effectively. 

 
2. Treasurer’s Report (Dan H.) - Acceptance of Treasurers Report – Dan presented the Treasurer’s report to the group. Notably 

MATHCOUNTS was self sustaining this year, which is a tribute to all of the good work by the volunteers associated with the 
program.  Based on the budgets, Dan indicated that most likely two scholarships will be presented this year. 

 
3. Society Governance  

 
Next Observer Issue – April 2010  (Ted S.) – Larry indicated that Ted is trying to wrap up the Observer on Friday.  Larry will 
review on Tuesday.  A few articles to be included in this Observer are still outstanding.  This will be the last issue of the year. 
 
Webmaster status – Rollout date? (Josh B.) – Josh indicated that the NHSPE and NHJES websites have been moved over to 
Crystal Vision.   The events Calendar has not been moved over and updated yet.  Crystal Vision will present changes to the 
website to Josh for approval.  All of the modifications are due by the end of June.  Craig will mock-up standard event and  
eweek registration forms which will be submited to Josh for review.  Dan reminded Josh about the email distribution list 
functionality of the website.  
 
NHSPE and NHSPE-EF Bylaws – (Matt L.) – Matt L. indicated that final changes still need to be incorporated into the By-
laws.  These will be made and approved by the BOD.  Final approval will be by the membership through a mail vote 
(mandated). 
 
Election of new officers and Approval of Bylaws – (Matt L.)  - Matt L. indicated that he has pulled together the slate of 
officers for next year (Attachment No. 2).  Dan moves to ratify the slate of officers as approved by the nominating committee 
(Matt L.), Peter seconds and the motion is approved by the group.  Larry will check with Martha concerning the mailing of the 
ballots. 
 

4. Professional Development and Continuing Education  
 

May 12, 2010 – New PE Dinner and Ed Cherian of Iberdrola on the Lempster Wind Farm (Larry D.) – Larry reports that the 
room for the PE dinner has been reserved and invitation have been sent out.  The banquet will be held at Fratellos at 5:30.  
 
June 24 - Annual Meeting w/VSPE.  Confirmed with NSPE (Sam Grossman) and VSPE (Greg Goyotte)  - Larry reports that 
the dated of the annual meeting is set but the locations has not.  Who will organize?  Larry will speak with VSPE and suggest 
that they coordinate a venue for the meeting. 
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5. Public Image and Student Outreach  
 

NHSPE John Alger Memorial Scholarship (Steven L.) - Larry indicated that he spoke with Steve concerning the Scholarship.  
Larry reports that 52 applications have been received and that selections will be made in mid-May.  Paul motions to award 2 
scholarships valued at $1000 each this year, Matt L. seconds and the motion is approved by the group. Peter abstains from the 
voting. 
 
Teacher’s Awards (Matt L.) – Matt L. reports that the Teacher’s Award selection is complete.  Matt indicated that a lot of 
high school applications were received and only a few middle school applications.  The three winners are: Dr. Angela Lennox, 
Helen Steer, and Derrick Papaceno.   Notification letters and were sent out today.  Larry and Matt L. will schedule the 
presentation of the awards at the schools.  Dan suggests publishing pictures of the award recipients on the Web page. 
 
MATHCOUNTS (Ben /Gregg) –Gregg reports that the state competition is complete and the national competition will be held 
in May. 
 
Order of the Engineer – Combine with Annual Meeting (Larry D.)  - Larry indicated that this may be done at the same time 
as the annual meeting.  Larry is going to check with VSPE and see what they think of this approach. 
 
NHSPE Job Board –  Larry received an email concerning a Job Board for potential inclusion on the Website (Attachment No. 
3).  Larry was considering this as a potential revenue source.  This suggestion was discussed and most agreed that the potential 
for revenue generation was small.  The group agreed that a job board may be considered as a service to the engineering 
community, but something we could review internally rather than hire an administrator.

ACEC Summary – Nothing new to report – Larry indicated that he had reviewed the ACEC summary of legislative activity 
and no new applicable activities have been identified.  
 

7. State Society Collaboration 
 

October 2010 JES Conf Planning (Roch L.) – Dan reports that the NHJES is currently working on a slate of speakers for next 
year’s conference.  They also approved the expenditures for the website. 
 
EWEEK update – Craig reports that the eweek group needs the following help: trade show coordinator, registration 
coordinator, banquet coordinator, educational coordinator, and finance coordinator.  They are trying to complete  a standard 
operating procedure document to make future transitions easier.   NHSPE help to the eweek organizers will be as follows:  
trade show coordinator- Craig, registration coordinator - Martha, banquet coordinator - Roch, educational coordinator – Peter , 
and finance coordinator – Dan.  Craig indicated that they have use of the room beginning at 2:00 PM so some educational/job 
fair or othter activity could take place prior to the event.  Another position was discussed; the EOY/YEOY coordinator.  It was 
suggested that this coordinator will be the past president as previously done.

Membership Report (Walter D.) – Walter presented the Membership report (Attachment No. 4). Walter indicated that there 
are two new members on the roster. 
  

9. National/Regional & Other Issue
